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This example of the same pattern is printed in blue on a plate of similar size with an
impressed "DONOVAN" mark as shown above. James Donovan was a successful
glass and china merchant and decorator at George's Quay, Dublin, Ireland. The
DONOVAN marked version may be attributed to Davenport as other pottery items
produced by Davenport are known to have the impressed DONOVAN mark.
